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INTERNATIONAL COCOA ORGANIZATION

The International Cocoa Organization (ICCO) was established in 1973 to administer the 1972 International Cocoa Agreement and
its successor Agreements of 1975, 1980, 1986, 1993 and 2001. The Agreements were concluded among the governments of cocoa-
producing and cocoa-consuming countries, under the auspices of the United Nations. A new Agreement to succeed the 2001
Agreement was successfully negotiated at the UN Cocoa Conference in Geneva in June 2010. The new Agreement came into force
provisionally on 1 October 2012.

The International Cocoa Agreement, 2010 has maintained the strong features of the previous Agreement, with the
introduction of new arrangements designed to strengthen co-operation between producers and consumers and to
improve the functioning of the ICCO as an institution.

The key features that have been maintained from the 2001 Agreement include the statistical work of the Organization.
The mandate of ICCO to collect, process and publish statistics in cocoa and cocoa semi-products has been reinforced
and extended to further improve the transparency of world markets.

An important modification in the new Agreement is the establishment of an Economics Committee, covering all
aspects of the functioning of the world cocoa markets, including market efficiency and transparency, as well as trends
in supply, demand and prices for cocoa.

The explicit mandate of the Organization is to achieve a sustainable world cocoa economy, encompassing social,
economic and environmental dimensions in the production, processing and consumption of cocoa. In broad terms, the
ICCO’s mandate is to improve the livelihoods of cocoa farming communities on the one hand, while on the other hand,
to respond to consumer demands related to food quality and security, and to address environmental and social issues.

Countries that are not members of the Agreement often participate in meetings as observers. The membership of the International Cocoa

REVIEW OF DEVELOPMENTS IN THE WORLD COCOA MARKET

PRODUCTION, GRINDINGS AND STOCKS FOR 2015/2016 AND FORECASTS FOR 2016/2017

The first forecasts of global crop, grindings and stocks figures of the International Cocoa Organization for
the 2016/2017 cocoa year, based on information available to the ICCO Secretariat as at the middle of
February 2017, are summarized in Table 1. World and regional totals for 2016/2017 and the most significant
changes in country production and grindings figures compared with the previous year are contained in Tables 2
and 3. Detailed forecasts for 2016/2017 and information on trends in individual cocoa producing and cocoa
processing countries over the past four cocoa seasons are presented in Tables 4 and 5 respectively.

Revisions to 2015/2016 estimates

The ICCO Secretariat estimates that the 2015/2016 season recorded a supply deficit of around
196,000 tonnes. This deficit differs from the earlier estimate of 150,000 tonnes, published in the previous issue of
the Quarterly Bulletin of Cocoa Statistics. This is the result of revised production and cocoa processing activities
reported for some countries. Production estimates have been adjusted downwards mainly for Cameroon (by almost
40,000 tonnes) and Indonesia (by 30,000 tonnes). The sizeable downward revision to the estimate for cocoa
processing activity in Thailand of almost 16,000 tonnes results from the closure of Barry Callebaut’s cocoa factory
in Bangpakong in January 2016. Up-to-date information indicates lower grindings estimates than previously
assumed for Belgium and The United Kingdom (all down by 5,000 tonnes) and Germany (down by 8,000 tonnes).
The estimate for The Netherlands has been revised upwards by 15,000 tonnes.

Forecasts for 2016/2017

The ICCO Secretariat’s first forecasts for the current 2016/2017 cocoa year envisage that the cocoa market is
bracing itself for a significant supply surplus. Compared with the previous season, this reflects an increase in world
production of almost 15% (up by 587,000 tonnes), to 4.552 million tonnes and a rise of almost three per cent in
world grindings (up by 121,000 tonnes) to 4.242 million tonnes. If realized, this would increase the total statistical
stocks of cocoa beans as at the end of the 2016/2017 cocoa year, to 1.665 million tonnes, equivalent to 39.3% of
projected annual grindings for the season.

Production

The Secretariat expects substantial changes in production of cocoa beans in the three cocoa-growing regions
of the world during the current season. Compared with the previous season, production is forecast to be almost
16% higher in both Africa (up by 454,000 tonnes to 3.365 million tonnes) and in the Americas (up by
109,000 tonnes to 766,000 tonnes) and to increase by six per cent in Asia and Oceania (up by 24,000 tonnes to
421,000 tonnes). In terms of its share of total world production, Africa is expected to remain by far the largest
cocoa-producing region, accounting for 74% of world cocoa output in 2016/2017. The shares of the Americas and
of Asia and Oceania are likely to be 17% and 9% respectively.

Cocoa production is highly sensitive to weather conditions which usually impact the size and quality of the
crops. For the current season, favourable weather conditions have helped crops across the main cocoa-growing
countries within the West African region, representing a change from the previous year when strong, dusty
harmattan winds from the Sahara devastated cocoa production, in addition to the impact of El Nifio.

Smuggling of cocoa beans between West African countries, in particular between Cote d’Ivoire, Ghana,
Guinea, Liberia and Togo, has differed over time in terms of size and the direction of the flows. It is reckoned that
this phenomenon is continuing in the current season, but to a lesser extent, compared with previous years. As it is
rather difficult to obtain an accurate picture of these flows, the production figures of the individual countries
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presented in the Bulletin are based on cocoa beans purchased or reaching the ports of the countries concerned and,
consequently, may differ from those referring to harvested crop.

Cocoa output for Céte d’lvoire is forecast at 1.900 million tonnes in 2016/2017 compared to
1.581 million tonnes recorded in the previous season. Although the main crop witnessed a slow start, at the time of
writing, reports by news agencies for cumulative season cocoa arrivals to ports in Cote d’lvoire indicate an increase
by just over one per cent to 1,187,000 tonnes by 12 February, as compared to the previous cocoa season. The
country has experienced suitable weather conditions, as the seasonal harmattan winds which were very mild during
the first quarter of the current season have not been detrimental to crop development. However, the prospects of a
large production for the current season coupled with low international prices have created some difficulties in the
commercialization of the cocoa. According to the Conseil du Café-Cacao, local exporters that bought cocoa while
betting on higher prices are now facing massive losses, prompting some of them to default on contracts, as cocoa
prices are currently at low levels. As mentioned in the previous Bulletin, the Government raised the minimum price
paid to farmers to 1,100 CFA francs (US$1.88 — based on the exchange rate at the start of the season) per
kilogramme, up from 1,000 CFA francs set for the 2015/2016 season. However, the large availability of beans
combined with the prospects of a good mid-crop and stagnant growth in global demand is placing pressure on the
official minimum farm gate price. This situation is very likely to lead the Government to reduce the farm-gate
price for the forthcoming midcrop. At the time of writing, farmers were reported to be protesting against the current
constraints faced. The recent situation of defaults from local exporters is reported to have exacerbated the
situation, given the ample supply of cocoa beans, and indeed reports indicate that some cocoa is being left to rot on
trees or in storage. In response to these challenges, the Conseil du Café-Cacao has implemented measures to
accelerate exports.

The ICCO Secretariat expects total output for Ghana to reach around 850,000 tonnes in 2016/2017. For the
current season, the Government of Ghana announced an increase of the guaranteed price paid to farmers for cocoa
harvested to Gh¢6,720 per tonne (US$1,759 - based on the exchange rate at the start of the season). Although the
favourable weather conditions are expected to benefit the mid-crop, seasonal cocoa purchases were still lower than
those recorded for the previous year, as the Ghana Cocoa Board indicated that 611,763 tonnes had been declared as
at 12 February 2017. Nevertheless, the country’s new Government aims to revamp the country’s cocoa industry by
investing in disease control measures and providing incentives to farmers to adhere to practices that will not only
boost production but enhance their livelihoods as well.

Nigeria’s cocoa output is projected at around 230,000 tonnes for the 2016/2017 season, up from the
200,000 tonnes recorded for the previous season. As the main crop harvest is currently nearing its end, reports
from the country’s major cocoa regions indicate that the mid-crop could be affected by the current dry weather
conditions and lack of rainfall. Reports indicate that many exporters have reduced their buying activities as a result
of the fall in prices on the international markets. This has resulted in a pile-up of cocoa in stores and warehouses,
as several exporters have avoided the market. The decline in the value of the Nigerian naira is also making it more
expensive for cocoa farmers to acquire fertilizers and pesticides. This could have a negative impact, as farmers
would find it difficult to invest in their farms. Cameroon’s production for the current season is anticipated to reach
250,000 tonnes, up from the level recorded for the previous season. The increase in production is mainly due to
favourable weather conditions for the main crop. The Government of Cameroon has banned imports of pesticides
containing Metalaxyl, with the aim of improving the quality of cocoa beans produced, as the Ministry of
Agriculture considers that they compromise the final quality of the cocoa. Metalaxyl and Metalaxyl M are the
main chemical compounds found in fungicides used in preventing/controlling black pod disease in cocoa.

In Brazil, data published by the Commercial Association of Bahia in the middle of January 2017 indicate a
main crop which is 21% higher than for the previous season. Despite this strong start, weekly arrivals have started
to decline earlier than had been expected. At 190,000 tonnes in 2016/2017, Brazil’s total production is forecast to
recover from the strong drop experienced in the previous season. Not surprisingly, total cocoa bean exports in
Ecuador during the first quarter of the current season were 20% higher than for the same quarter of the previous
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year, as the country is pursuing a vigorous expansion in cocoa production. Ecuador’s total production is expected
to be higher than last year, at 270,000 tonnes. The Secretariat forecasts production in The Dominican Republic to
increase from 72,000 tonnes to 80,000 tonnes in 2016/2017 while production in Colombia is expected to be close
to the previous season’s output, at 55,000 tonnes. With cocoa production in Peru continuing to follow an upward
trend resulting from rising investment in the country’s cocoa production, output for the 2016/2017 season is
forecast at 105,000 tonnes.

Cocoa output is expected to increase slightly from the previous season in Indonesia, to an estimated
330,000 tonnes. Although there are several laudable plans to increase production, mixed weather patterns continue
to persist which could adversely affect the current season’s production and result in the third largest producing
country importing significantly more cocoa beans to meet demand. In Papua New Guinea, cocoa production for
2016/2017 is expected to increase to 41,000 tonnes. Production which has been in stagnant in Malaysia is pegged
at 7,000 tonnes for the 2016/2017 season.

Grindings

The outlook for processing activity during the current season seems more favourable than during the two
previous seasons. For the 2016/2017 cocoa year, the ICCO Secretariat anticipates that world grindings of cocoa
beans will rise just below three per cent to reach a level of 4.242 million tonnes. The largest increase of
eight per cent (up by 63,000 tonnes to 830,000 tonnes), is expected in Africa. The Asia and Oceania region is
expected to increase by almost five per cent to 919,000 tonnes and processing activities are anticipated to remain
virtually flat in Europe (at 1.603 thousand tonnes) and in the Americas (at 890,000 tonnes).

If the current fall in international cocoa bean prices is sustained in the coming months, the price of finished
cocoa and chocolate products are expected to decline, thereby supporting consumption. However, it may take time
for the reduction in the cost of the cocoa beans to be passed on to consumers. In addition, consumers are
increasingly health conscious and chocolate products are facing competition from other snack products with lower
sugar content. Nevertheless, with the health benefits of cocoa being highlighted, there are positive prospects for
cocoa consumption in the long run.

Origin grindings are forecast to rise by almost six per cent in the current season, up by 104,000 tonnes to
1.900 million tonnes, bringing their share of world total grindings to forty-five per cent. The recent increases in
processing capacity in cocoa-producing countries, particularly those in Africa and Asia, are expected to lead to
higher volumes of cocoa grindings at origin. On a year-on-year basis, grindings reported by the Member companies
of the Cocoa Association of Asia for the fourth quarter of 2016 showed a strong increase of 16.91% to
161,227 tonnes. In Indonesia, where exports of cocoa semi-finished products have overtaken by far exports of
cocoa beans as a result of the country’s booming cocoa processing sector, grindings are expected to reach
400,000 tonnes. Given the strong production projections for the West African region, the availability of beans to
cocoa processors would not be an issue, compared to the previous year. Grindings in Cote d’lvoire are expected to
rise, increasing by 58,000 tonnes to 550,000 tonnes. In Ghana, grindings are expected to recover from last year’s
decline, rising to 210,000 tonnes. In Brazil, cocoa processing activity is expected to remain the same as for the
previous year, at 226,000 tonnes. In Malaysia, total grindings in 2016/2017 are envisaged to rise by 16,000 tonnes
to 210,000 tonnes.

Grindings in cocoa-importing countries are projected to be stagnhant in the 2016/2017 cocoa season, at
2.342 million tonnes (up by 16,000 tonnes). Statistics published by the European Cocoa Association (ECA) show
that grindings by its Members (the 15 European Union countries prior to the 2004 enlargement, plus Switzerland)
fell by 0.9 per cent, to 339,379 tonnes in the fourth quarter of 2016 compared with the same period for the previous
year. Similarly, the National Confectioners’ Association (NCA) reported that grindings in North America
(Canada, Mexico and The United States) plummeted by 1.1% to 117,588 tonnes. As a result, the ICCO
Secretariat anticipates cocoa processing activity for the 2016/2017 season in this region to be down compared to
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the previous season, with 400,000 tonnes forecast for The United States, 62,000 tonnes for Canada and
48,000 tonnes for Mexico.

MARKET DEVELOPMENTS: OCTOBER - DECEMBER 2016

Chart VI1I shows graphically the movements of cocoa futures prices on the ICE Futures Europe exchange
in London and on the ICE Futures U.S. exchange in New York during the first quarter of the 2016/2017 cocoa
season and the consequent changes in the ICCO daily price, expressed in SDRs per tonne.

As seen in Chart V11, during the first week of October, cocoa futures markets reversed from their downward
trend, experienced at the end of the previous season, settling at £2,261 per tonne in London and at
US$2,790 per tonne in New York. This increase was spurred by a weakening Pound Sterling following concerns
related to the state of The United Kingdom’s economy which had re-surfaced following the announcement by the
British Prime Minister that formal negotiations for Britain to leave the European Union would start by March 2017.
However, the rise in cocoa prices was short-lived, and cocoa futures prices resumed their declining trend in the
second week of the month, reaching their lowest level for the month by the end of the third week, at
£2,186 per tonne in London and at US$2,615 per tonne in New York. The bearish sentiment that prevailed was
attributed to general market expectations of a surplus for the ongoing 2016/2017 cocoa season. Towards the end of
the month under review, cocoa futures moved sideways, influenced by the release of grindings data from Europe,
Asia and North America, which was mostly in line with market expectations and the publication of weak weekly
arrivals at ports in Cote d’Ivoire.

Cocoa prices continued to fall in November as a result of general market expectations of a production surplus
for the ongoing 2016/2017 cocoa season, resulting from a strong recovery in West African and Latin American
production. Thus, cocoa prices plummeted to a more than one-and-a-half year low, at £1,959 per tonne in London,
and to a more than three-year low, at US$2,375 per tonne in New York, thereby losing 20% and 30% from the peak
values they attained on 7 July 2016 and 7 December 2015 respectively. Improving weekly figures related to port
arrivals in C6te d’lvoire also contributed in setting the bearish tone on both markets.

The low levels attained in November continued for the first seven trading sessions of December, amid the
same bearish conditions that had generally prevailed throughout the month of November. Thereafter, this fall was
temporarily halted, with both markets moving sideways as a result of commercial selling activities and currency
movements. However, during the last four trading sessions of December, cocoa prices resumed their downward
trend, with prices plummeting to an almost three-year low, at £1,754 per tonne in London, and to a more than three-
and-a half year low, at US$2,128 per tonne in New York. Compared to the peak values attained on 7 July 2016 on
the London market and on 29 April 2016 on the New York market, prices contracted by 28% and 34% respectively.

Table 1 compares the cocoa futures markets on a year-on-year basis and cocoa prices of significance
for the 2016 calendar year. At the end of 2016, the London and New York markets recorded substantial decreases
over the previous year, of 22% and 34% respectively. After cocoa future prices in London reached a 39-year high
at the end of the first week of July, the decline in cocoa prices began on both markets following general market
expectations of a production surplus for the ongoing 2016/2017 cocoa season; mainly resulting from the prospects
of a strong recovery in West African and Latin American production.

EXPORTS AND IMPORTS: APRIL-JUNE 2016

Information on total world exports and imports of cocoa and chocolate products for the April-to-June
quarters of 2015 and 2016 is summarized in Table 12; country trade statistics for the three-year period from
2012/2013 to 2014/2015 are contained in Tables 13-23. Trade data for individual countries shown in bold have
been obtained from official or published sources; figures shown in italics are ICCO Secretariat estimates derived
from reported trade flows by partner countries. It should be noted that some export and import data are
ICCO Secretariat estimates. In view of the limitations of this procedure, such estimates should be regarded as
provisional and due caution should be exercised in interpreting the year-on-year comparison of movements in
world trade in cocoa beans, cocoa products and chocolate products, contained in this issue of the Bulletin.

Un nouvel Accord succédant a celui de 2001 a été
négocié avec succes lors de la Conférence des Nations unies sur le cacao a Genéve en juin 2010. Le nouvel Accord est entré en
vigueur a titre provisoire le 1" octobre 2012.

L’Accord international de 2010 sur le cacao a maintenu les grandes lignes de I’Accord précédent, mais de nouvelles
dispositions ont été introduites pour renforcer la coopération entre les producteurs et les consommateurs et améliorer
le fonctionnement de I’ICCO en tant qu’institution.

Parmi les grandes lignes maintenues par rapport a I’Accord de 2001 se trouve le travail statistique de I’Organisation.
Le mandat donné a I’ICCO de collecter, d’analyser et de publier des statistiques sur le cacao et les produits semi-finis
du cacao a été renforcé et élargi dans I’optique d’accroitre encore davantage la transparence des marchés mondiaux.

Une modification importante du nouvel Accord a été I’établissement d’un Comité économique englobant tous les
aspects du fonctionnement des marchés mondiaux du cacao, notamment I’efficacité et la transparence du marché, de
méme que les tendances de I’offre, de la demande et des cours du cacao.

L’Organisation a pour mandat explicite de parvenir a une économie cacaoyére mondiale durable, qui incorpore les
dimensions sociale, économique et environnementale dans la production, la transformation et la consommation du
cacao. D’une maniére générale, le mandat de I’ICCO est, d’une part, d’améliorer les conditions de vie des
communautés de cacaoculteurs et d’autre part, de satisfaire les exigences des consommateurs en matiere de qualité et
de sécurité alimentaire, tout en tenant compte des enjeux environnementaux et sociaux.

Les pays qui ne sont pas membres de I’ Accord participent souvent aux réunions a titre d’observateurs. Les membres de I’Organisation
internationale du cacao au 31 décembre 2016 sont les suivants:

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EVOLUTION DE LA CONJONCTURE CACAOYERE MONDIALE

PRODUCTION, BROYAGES ET STOCKS, 2015/2016 ET PREVISIONS POUR 2016/2017

Les premiéres prévisions de récolte, de broyages et de stocks mondiaux de I'Organisation internationale du
cacao (ICCO) pour I’année cacaoyere 2016/2017, basées sur les informations dont disposait le secrétariat a la mi-
février 2017, sont résumées dans le tableau 1. Les totaux mondiaux et régionaux pour 2016/2017 et les principaux
changements dans la production et les broyages des pays par rapport a I’année précédente figurent dans les tableaux
2 et 3. Les prévisions détaillées pour 2016/2017 et les tendances enregistrées dans les différents pays producteurs et
transformateurs de cacao au cours des quatre dernieres campagnes cacaoyeres sont présentées dans les tableaux 4 et
5 respectivement.

Révision des estimations de 2015/2016

Le secrétariat de I’ICCO estime que la campagne 2015/2016 a enregistré un excédent de la production
d’environ 196 000 tonnes. Ce chiffre differe de I’estimation publiée dans le précédent Bulletin trimestriel de
statistiques du cacao, qui se situait a 150 000 tonnes. Cela résulte des chiffres corrigés de production et de
transformation communiqués par certains pays. Les estimations de production ont été révisées a la baisse
principalement pour le Cameroun (de prés de 40 000 tonnes) et I’Indonésie (de 30 000 tonnes). La révision a la baisse
substantielle de I’estimation de transformation de cacao en Thailande est due a la fermeture de I’usine de cacao de
Barry Callebaut & Bangpakong en janvier 2016. Les derniéres informations font apparaitre des estimations broyages
plus faibles que prévues initialement en Belgique et au Royaume-Uni (moins 5 000 tonnes dans les deux cas) et en
Allemagne (moins 8 000 tonnes). L’ estimation concernant les Pays-Bas a été corrigée a la hausse de 15 000 tonnes.

Prévisions pour 2016/2017

Les premiéres prévisions du secrétariat de I’ICCO pour la présente année cacaoyere 2016/2017 indiguent que
le marché du cacao se prépare a un excédent considérable de I’offre. Cela refléte une progression de la production
mondiale de pres de 15 % par rapport a la campagne précédente (plus 587 000 tonnes), a 4,552 millions de tonnes,
et une hausse de prés de 3 % des broyages mondiaux (plus 121 000 tonnes) a 4,242 millions de tonnes. Si ces
prévisions se réalisent, les stocks statistiques totaux de féves de cacao augmenteront a la fin de I’année cacaoyere
2016/2017 a 1,665 million de tonnes, soit 39,3 % des broyages annuels prévus pour cette campagne.

Production

Le secrétariat prévoit des changements substantiels dans la production de féves de cacao dans les trois régions
cacaoyéres du monde durant la présente campagne. Par rapport a la saison précédente, la production devrait
augmenter de prés de 16 % en Afrique (plus 454 000 tonnes a 3,365 millions de tonnes) et dans les Amériques (plus
109 000 tonnes a 766 000 tonnes) et de 6 % en Asie et en Océanie (plus 24 000 tonnes a 421 000 tonnes). En termes
de pourcentage de la production mondiale, I’ Afrique devrait rester de loin la premiére région productrice de cacao,
avec 74 % de la production de cacao mondiale en 2016/2017. Les parts des Amériques et de I’ Asie et de I’Océanie
devraient s’élever a 17 % et 9 % respectivement.

La production de cacao est trés sensible aux conditions climatiques, qui affectent généralement le volume et
la qualité des récoltes. Lors de cette campagne, les conditions climatiques ont été favorables aux récoltes dans les
principaux pays producteurs de cacao de la région ouest-africaine, contrairement a I’année précédente lorsque
I’harmattan violent et poussiéreux venant du Sahara avait dévasté les exploitations de cacao, s’ajoutant aux effets
d’El Nifo.

La contrebande de feves de cacao dans les pays d’Afrique occidentale, en particulier entre la Cote d’lvoire, le
Ghana, la Guinée, le Libéria et le Togo, a fluctué dans le temps en termes de volume et de direction des flux. Il est
estimé que ce phénomeéne s’est reproduit durant la présente campagne, bien que dans une moindre mesure que les
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années précédentes. Compte tenu de la difficulté d’obtenir des informations précises sur ces flux, la production des
différents pays présentée dans le Bulletin est basée sur les féves de cacao achetées ou livrées dans les ports des pays
concernés et peut donc étre différente de la récolte ramassée.

La production de cacao de la Cote d’lvoire devrait s’établir a 1,900 million de tonnes en 2016/2017, contre
1,581 million de tonnes lors de la derniére campagne. Malgré le démarrage poussif de la récolte principale, les
arrivages saisonniers cumulés de cacao dans les ports de Cote d’lvoire communiqués par les agences de presse au
moment de la rédaction de ce document indiquent une augmentation d’un peu plus de 1 % & 1 187 000 tonnes au 12
février par rapport a la saison cacaoyere précédente. Le pays a bénéficié de conditions climatiques appropriées,
I’harmattan saisonnier qui a été modéré au premier trimestre de la présente campagne n’ayant pas nhuit au
développement de la récolte. Cependant, la perspective d’une production abondante durant la présente campagne,
alliée aux faibles prix internationaux, a provoqué certaines difficultés dans la commercialisation du cacao. D’apres
le Conseil du Café-Cacao, les exportateurs locaux qui ont acheté du cacao en espérant une augmentation des prix
subissent maintenant des pertes considérables, conduisant certain d’eux a ne pas honorer leurs contrats en raison du
faible niveau actuel des prix du cacao. Comme indiqué dans le précédent Bulletin, le gouvernement a augmente le
prix minimum au producteur a 1 100 francs CFA le kg (1,88 US$ selon le taux de change au début de la campagne),
contre 1 000 francs CFA pour la campagne 2015/2016. Cependant, I’abondance de féves disponibles, conjuguée aux
perspectives d’une bonne récolte intermédiaire et d’une croissance stagnante de la demande mondiale, exerce une
pression sur le prix au producteur officiel minimal. Cette situation conduira probablement le gouvernement a
diminuer le prix au producteur pour la prochaine récolte intermédiaire. Au moment de la rédaction de ce document,
des protestations des exploitants contre les problémes actuels sont signalées. La situation récente de défaillance des
exportateurs locaux semble avoir accentué la situation compte tenu de I’offre abondante de féves de cacao, certains
rapports indiquant méme qu’une partie du cacao est laissée pourrir sur les arbres ou dans les entrep6ts. Face ces
problemes, le Conseil du Café-Cacao a adopté des mesures d’encouragement des exportations.

Le secrétariat de I’ICCO prévoit que la production totale du Ghana atteindra environ 850 000 tonnes en
2016/2017. Pour la présente campagne, le gouvernement du Ghana a annoncé une augmentation du prix garanti payé
aux cacaoculteurs & 6 720 Gh¢ la tonne (1 759 US$ selon le taux de change au début de la campagne). Les conditions
climatiques devraient étre favorables a la récolte intermédiaire, mais les achats saisonniers de cacao ont cependant
été inférieurs a ceux enregistrés I’année derniére, le Ghana Cocoa Board ayant annoncé que 611 763 tonnes avaient
été déclarées au 12 février 2017. Toutefois, le nouveau gouvernement du pays souhaite relancer I’industrie cacaoyere
nationale en investissant dans des mesures de contrdle des maladies et en fournissant des incitations aux exploitants
pour gu’ils adoptent des pratiques qui augmenteront la production tout en améliorant leur niveau de vie.

La production de cacao du Nigeria devrait atteindre environ 230 000 tonnes lors de la campagne 2016/2017,
en hausse par rapport aux 200 000 tonnes enregistrées lors de la campagne précédente. Alors que récolte principale
approche désormais de sa conclusion, les rapports provenant des principales régions cacaoyéres du pays indiquent
que larécolte intermédiaire pourrait étre altérée par la sécheresse actuelle et le manque de précipitations. Les rapports
montrent que de nombreux exportateurs ont réduit leurs achats en raison de la chute des prix sur les marchés
internationaux. Cela a provoqué une accumulation de cacao dans les magasins et les entrepdts, plusieurs exportateurs
étant restés en marge du marché. Par ailleurs, la diminution de la valeur du naira nigérian rend I’achat d’engrais et
de pesticides plus colteux pour les cacaoculteurs. Cela pourrait avoir un impact négatif compte tenu des difficultés
des exploitants pour investir dans leur plantation. La production du Cameroun devrait atteindre 250 000 tonnes lors
de la présente campagne, en hausse par rapport a la campagne précédente. L’augmentation de la production est
principalement due aux conditions climatiques favorables a la récolte principale. Le gouvernement du Cameroun a
interdit I’importation de pesticides contenant du Métalaxyl dans I’objectif d’améliorer la qualité des féves de cacao
produites, le ministére de I’ Agriculture étant soucieux de la qualité finale du cacao. Le Métalaxyl et le Métalaxyl M
sont les principaux composes chimiques des fongicides utilisés pour la prévention et le contrdle de la pourriture
brune dans le cacao.
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Au Brésil, les chiffres publiés par I’Association commerciale de Bahia a la mi-janvier 2017 indiquent une
progression de 21 % de la récolte principale par rapport & la campagne précédente. Malgré ce bon démarrage, les
arrivages hebdomadaires ont commence a diminuer plus tét que prévu. Avec 190 000 tonnes en 2016/2017, la
production totale du Brésil devrait connaitre une reprise par rapport a la forte chute enregistrée lors de la campagne
précédente. Comme on s’y attendait, les exportations totales de féves de cacao de I’Equateur au premier trimestre
de la saison en cours ont progressé de 20 % par rapport au méme trimestre de I’année précédente, grace a I’expansion
dynamique du secteur cacaoyer dans ce pays. La production totale de I’Equateur devrait étre supérieure a I’année
derniére, atteignant 270 000 tonnes. Le secrétariat estime que la production de la République dominicaine passera
de 72 000 tonnes a 80 000 tonnes en 2016/2017, tandis que la production de la Colombie pourrait étre proche du
niveau de la saison précédente, a 55 000 tonnes. La production de cacao du Pérou suit une tendance haussiere
résultant de la hausse des investissements dans la production cacaoyere du pays, avec une projection de 105 000
tonnes pour la campagne 2016/2017.

La production de cacao devrait augmenter modérément par rapport a la campagne précédente en Indonésie,
I’estimation s'établissant & 330 000 tonnes. Malgré plusieurs initiatives louables visant & augmenter la production, les
conditions climatiques mitigées qui persistent pourraient avoir des effets négatifs sur la production de la campagne
en cours et conduire le troisiéme producteur mondial a importer beaucoup plus de feves de cacao pour satisfaire la
demande. En Papouasie-Nouvelle-Guinée, la production de cacao pour 2016/2017 devrait augmenter a 41 000
tonnes. La production a été stagnante en Malaisie et devrait s’établir a 7 000 tonnes durant la campagne 2016/2017.

Broyages

Les perspectives de I’activité de transformation durant la présente campagne semblent plus favorables que les
deux campagnes précédentes. Pour I’année cacaoyere 2016/2017, le secrétariat de I’ICCO prévoit une augmentation
d’un peu moins de 3 % des broyages mondiaux de féves de cacao, & 4,242 millions de tonnes. Avec une progression
de 8 %, I’ Afrique devrait enregistrer la plus forte hausse (plus 63 000 tonnes a 830 000 tonnes). La région de I’ Asie
et de I’Océanie devrait afficher une progression de pres de 5 % a 919 000 tonnes, tandis que les activités de
transformation devraient pratiqguement stagner en Europe (& 1 603 000 tonnes) et dans les Amérigues (a 890 000
tonnes).

Si la chute actuelle des cours internationaux des féves de cacao se maintient durant les mois a venir, le prix
des produits finis de cacao et de chocolat devrait diminuer et donner une impulsion & la consommation. Cependant,
il peut se passer un certain temps avant que le codt des feves de cacao soit répercuté aux consommateurs. De plus,
les consommateurs sont de plus en plus soucieux de leur santé et les produits de chocolat sont concurrencés par
d’autres en-cas contenant moins de sucre. Cependant, avec la diffusion croissante des bienfaits du cacao pour la santé,
les perspectives de la consommation de cacao sont positives a long terme.

Les broyages a I’origine devraient augmenter de prés de 6 % durant la présente campagne (plus 104 000 tonnes
a 1,900 million de tonnes), ce qui porterait leur part dans les broyages mondiaux totaux a 45 %. Les augmentations
récentes de la capacité de transformation des pays producteurs de cacao, notamment en Afrique et en Asie, devraient
conduire a une hausse des broyages de cacao a I’origine. Sur 12 mois, les volumes de broyages communiqués par les
entreprises membres de la Cocoa Association of Asia pour le quatrieme trimestre 2016 font apparaitre une forte
progression de 16,91% a 161 227 tonnes. En Indonésie, ou les exportations de produits semi-finis ont dépassé de
loin les exportations de feves de cacao en raison de I’essor du secteur de transformation du cacao dans ce pays, les
broyages devraient atteindre 400 000 tonnes. Du fait des prévisions de production trés positives pour la région ouest-
africaine, la disponibilité de féves pour les transformateurs de cacao ne devrait pas poser de probléme par rapport a
I’année précédente. Les broyages de la Cote d’lvoire devraient augmenter de 58 000 tonnes a 550 000 tonnes. Au
Ghana, les broyages devraient connaitre une reprise par rapport au recul de I’année derniere, atteignant 210 000
tonnes. Au Brésil, le volume de transformation de cacao devrait étre similaire a celui de I’année précédente, a 226
000 tonnes. En Malaisie, les broyages totaux devraient augmenter de 16 000 tonnes a 210 000 tonnes en 2016/2017.
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Les broyages des pays importateurs de cacao devraient stagner durant la campagne cacaoyere 2016/2017, a
2,342 millions de tonnes (plus 16 000 tonnes). Les chiffres publiés par I'Association européenne du cacao indiquent
que les broyages des pays membres (soit les 15 pays membres de I'Union européenne avant son élargissement de
2004, plus la Suisse) ont diminué de 0,9 % a 339 379 tonnes au quatriéme trimestre 2016 par rapport a la méme
période de I’année précédente. De méme, la National Confectioners’ Association (NCA) a indiqué que les broyages
de I’Amérique du Nord (Canada, Mexique et Etats-Unis) ont chuté de 1,1 % & 117 588 tonnes. En conséguence,
le secrétariat de I’ICCO prévoit un ralentissement de I’activité de transformation de cacao dans cette région pendant
la campagne 2016/2017 par rapport a la saison précédente, les prévisions étant de 400 000 tonnes pour les Etats-
Unis, 62 000 tonnes pour le Canada et 48 000 tonnes pour le Mexique.

EVOLUTION DU MARCHE : OCTOBRE - DECEMBRE 2016

Le graphique VII représente les fluctuations des cours a terme sur les marchés de Londres (ICE Futures
Europe) et de New York (ICE Futures U.S.) au premier trimestre de la campagne cacaoyére 2016/2017 et I'évolution
consécutive du cours du jour ICCO, exprimé en DTS par tonne.

Comme le montre le graphique V11, durant la premiére semaine d’octobre, les marchés a terme du cacao ont
connu un inversement de la tendance baissiere subie a la fin de la campagne précédente, s’établissant a 2 261 £ la
tonne a Londres et 2 790 US$ la tonne a New York. Cette progression a été soutenue par I’affaiblissement de la livre
sterling due aux préoccupations concernant la situation économique du Royaume-Uni, qui ont refait surface apres
I’annonce par le Premier ministre britannique du début des négociations officielles sur le retrait de la Grande-
Bretagne de I’Union européenne en mars 2017. Cependant, cette hausse des cours du cacao a été de courte durée et
les cours a terme du cacao ont retrouvé leur tendance baissiére lors de la deuxiéme semaine du mois, tombant a leur
plus faible niveau du mois a la fin de la troisiéme semaine, a 2 186 £ la tonne a Londres et 2 615 US$ la tonne a New
York. Le sentiment baissier prédominant était attribué a I’attente généralisée d’un excédent sur le marché pour la
campagne 2016/2017 a venir. Vers la fin du mois, les cours a terme du cacao ont suivi une évolution latérale
influencée par la publication des chiffres de broyages d’Europe, d’Asie et I’Amérique du Nord, qui étaient
généralement conformes aux prévisions du marché, ainsi que par la publication d’arrivages hebdomadaires modestes
dans les ports de Céte d’lvoire.

Les cours du cacao ont poursuivi leur chute en novembre en raison de la prévision généralisée d’un excédent
de la production sur le marché pour la saison 2016/2017 a venir, résultant d’une forte reprise en Afrique occidentale
et en Amérique latine. De ce fait, les cours du cacao sont tombeés a leur niveau le plus bas depuis plus d’un an et demi
a Londres, a 1 959 £ la tonne, et depuis plus de trois ans a New York, a 2 375 US$, perdant ainsi 20 % et 30 % par
rapport aux plafonds enregistrés respectivement le 7 juillet 2016 et le 7 décembre 2015. L’amélioration des chiffres
hebdomadaires d’arrivages dans les ports de Cote d’Ivoire a également contribué a I’apparition de ce sentiment
baissier sur les deux marchés.

Les faibles niveaux enregistrés en novembre se sont maintenus durant les cing premiéres séances de cotation
de décembre, dans les mémes conditions baissieres qui avaient prévalu au cours du mois de novembre. Par la suite,
ce recul s’est temporairement interrompu les marches et ont fluctué latéralement en raison des activités de vente
commerciale et de I’évolution des devises. Cependant, lors des quatre derniéres séances de cotation de décembre, les
cours du cacao ont retrouvé leur tendance baissiére et sont tombés a leur niveau le plus a depuis prés de trois ans a
Londres, a 1 754 £ la tonne, et depuis plus de trois ans et demi a New York, a 2 128 2US$ la tonne. Par rapport aux
plafonds atteints le 7 juillet 2016 sur le marché de Londres en avril 2016 sur le marché de New York, les cours ont
chuté de 28 % et 34 % respectivement.

Le tableau 1 compare les marchés a terme du cacao sur douze mois et les niveaux marquants des cours
du cacao pour I’année civile 2016. Fin 2016, les marchés de Londres et de New York ont enregistré des reculs
prononcés de 22 % et 34 % respectivement par rapport a I’année précédente. Aprés que les cours a terme du cacao
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ont atteint leur niveau le plus élevé depuis 39 ans a Londres a la fin de la premiére semaine de juillet, un recul des
cours du cacao a commencé sur les deux marchés en raison de I’excédent de production généralement attendu sur le
marché pour la campagne cacaoyeére 2016/2017 a venir, résultant principalement de la perspective d’une forte reprise
de la production en Afrique occidentale et en Amérique latine.

EXPORTATIONS ET IMPORTATIONS : AVRIL-JUIN 2016

Les informations concernant les exportations et les importations totales mondiales de cacao et de produits
chocolatés pour le trimestre avril-juin 2015 et 2016 sont résumées dans le tableau 12 ; les statistiques sur les activités
de chaque pays pour la période de trois ans allant de 2012/2013 & 2014/2015 se trouvent dans les tableaux 13-23.
Les informations des activités indiquées en gras pour les pays respectifs proviennent des sources officielles ou des
publications ; les chiffres en italique sont les estimations du secrétariat de I'lCCO basées sur les rapports des activités
des pays partenaires. Il faut noter tout particuliérement que certains chiffres d’exportation et d’importation sont des
estimations du secrétariat de I’ICCO. Etant donné les limitations de cette procédure, ces estimations sont a cet égard
provisoires et la prudence est de rigueur pour interpréter les comparaisons des changements sur 12 mois des activités
mondiales du cacao en féves, des produits du cacao et des produits chocolatés figurant dans ce numéro du Bulletin.
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ORGANIZACION INTERNACIONAL DEL CACAO

La Organizacion Internacional del Cacao (ICCO) fue creada en 1973 para administrar el Convenio Internacional del Cacao de 1972,
y los Convenios posteriores de 1975, 1980, 1986, 1993 y 2001. Los Convenios fueron firmados por los gobiernos de paises
productores y paises consumidores de cacao, bajo los auspicios de las Naciones Unidas. En la Conferencia de las Naciones Unidas
sobre el Cacao, celebrada en Ginebra en junio de 2010, se negoci6 un nuevo Convenio destinado a sustituir el Convenio de 2001.
El nuevo Convenio entré en vigor de forma provisional con fecha del 1 de octubre de 2012.

El Convenio Internacional del Cacao, 2010, conserva las caracteristicas positivas del Convenio anterior, con la
introduccién de nuevas medidas destinadas a reforzar la colaboracién entre productores y consumidores y a mejorar
el funcionamiento de la ICCO como institucion.

Entre las caracteristicas claves conservadas del Convenio de 2001 destaca la labor estadistica de la Organizacion. El
mandato de la ICCO de recopilar, procesar y publicar estadisticas sobre el cacao y los semi-productos de cacao se ha
potenciado y ampliado con el fin de seguir mejorando la transparencia de los mercados mundiales.

Cabe destacar como modificacion importante en el nuevo Convenio la creacién de un Comité Econémico que abarca
todos los aspectos del funcionamiento de los mercados mundiales de cacao, entre ellos la eficacia y la transparencia
de los mercados y las tendencias de la oferta, la demanda y los precios del cacao.

El mandato explicito de la Organizacion es el de conseguir una economia cacaotera mundial sostenible, que englobe
las dimensiones sociales, econémicas y medioambientales en la produccidn, elaboracién y consumo de cacao. En
términos generales, el mandato de la ICCO tiene como fin mejorar el nivel de vida de las comunidades cacaoteras; al
mismo tiempo busca satisfacer las exigencias de los consumidores en cuanto a calidad y seguridad alimentarias, y
abordar temas de caracter medioambiental y social.

A menudo participan como observadores en las reuniones paises no miembros del Convenio. Al 31 de diciembre de 2016, la

RESENA DE LA EVOLUCION DEL MERCADO MUNDIAL DEL CACAO

PRODUCCION, MOLIENDAS Y EXISTENCIAS PARA 2015/2016 Y PREVISIONES PARA 2016/2017

Las primeras previsiones de la Organizacion Internacional del Cacao para produccién, moliendas y existencias
mundiales en el afio cacaotero 2016/2017, que reflejan la Gltima informacion disponible para la Secretaria de la ICCO
a mediados de febrero de 2017, se resumen en el Cuadro 1. Los totales mundiales y regionales para 2016/2017 y los
cambios mas significativos de las cifras para produccion y moliendas a nivel de paises individuales respecto a la
campafa anterior se reflejan en los Cuadros 2 y 3. Se presentan previsiones detalladas para 2016/2017 junto con
informacidn sobre las tendencias en paises productores y elaboradores individuales para las Gltimas cuatro camparias
cacaoteras en los Cuadros 4 y 5, respectivamente.

Revision de las estimaciones para 2015/2016

Segun estimaciones de la Secretaria de la ICCO, se produjo en la campafia 2015/2016 un déficit de oferta de
alrededor de 196.000 toneladas. Este déficit difiere ligeramente de la estimacion previa de 150.000 toneladas,
publicada en el anterior nimero del Boletin Trimestral de Estadisticas del Cacao. Esta diferencia se debe a la
modificacion de las cifras sobre produccién y actividades de elaboracion notificadas por algunos paises. Se han
recortado las estimaciones para la produccion, sobre todo, de Camerun (en casi 40.000 toneladas) e Indonesia (en
30.000 toneladas). La reduccion notable de la estimacion para la elaboracion de cacao en Tailandia, en casi 16.000
toneladas, se atribuye al cierre de la fabrica de cacao de Barry Callebaut en Bangpakong, en enero de 2016. Los
Gltimos datos sefialan un volumen inferior a lo previsto para Bélgica y el Reino Unido (descenso de 5.000 toneladas
en ambos casos) y para Alemania (descenso de 8.000 toneladas). La estimacion para los Paises Bajos se ha
incrementado en 15.000 toneladas.

Previsiones para 2016/2017

Las primeras previsiones de la Secretaria de la ICCO para el presente afio cacaotero 2016/2017 indican que el
mercado de cacao se esta preparando para un superavit considerable de oferta. Comparado con la previsién anterior,
se espera que la produccion mundial crezca en casi un 15% (aumento de 587.000 toneladas), a 4,552 millones de
toneladas, y que las moliendas mundiales se incrementen en casi el 3% (aumento de 121.000 toneladas) a 4,242
millones de toneladas. De ser asi, las existencias estadisticas totales de cacao en grano al cierre del afio cacaotero
2016/2017 se elevarian a 1,665 millones de toneladas, cifra equivalente al 39,3% de las moliendas anuales previstas
para la campafia.

Produccion

La Secretaria prevé un cambio notable de la produccion de cacao en grano en las tres regiones productoras de
cacao durante la presente campafia. Comparado con la campafia anterior, cabe esperar que la produccion se
incremente en casi un 16% tanto en Africa (aumento de 454.000 toneladas a 3,365 millones de toneladas) como en
las Américas (aumento de 109.000 toneladas a 766.000 toneladas), y que crezca en un 6% en Asia y Oceania
(aumento de 24.000 toneladas a 421.000 toneladas). En términos de su cuota de la produccion mundial total, Africa
seguira siendo con mucho la mayor regién productora, con un 74% de la produccién mundial en 2016/2017. Es
probable que las cuotas de las Américas y de Asia y Oceania se sitlen en el 17% y en el 9% respectivamente.

La produccidn de cacao se muestra muy sensible a las condiciones atmosféricas, que suelen tener un impacto
sobre el tamafio y la calidad de las cosechas. Durante la presente campafia, las condiciones atmosféricas favorables
han ejercido un efecto positivo sobre las cosechas en los principales paises productores de la region de Africa
Occidental, contrastando asi con la campafia anterior, cuando los harmattan — vientos estacionales polvorientos que
soplan del Desierto del Sahara—devastaron la produccion de cacao, que también se vio mermada por el impacto de
El Nifo.
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El contrabando de cacao en los paises de Africa Occidental, sobre todo entre Céte d’Ivoire, Ghana, Guinea,
Liberiay Togo, ha ido cambiando con el tiempo, en términos tanto de la magnitud como de la direccion del flujo. Se
cree que este fendmeno sigue existiendo en la presente campafia, aungque en menor medida comparado con afios
anteriores. Dada la dificultad de obtener una vision clara de estos flujos de cacao, las cifras para la produccion de
paises individuales presentadas en el Boletin se basan en el volumen de cacao comprado o el volumen que llega a
puerto en los paises en cuestidén; como consecuencia, podrian resultar distintas de las correspondientes a la cosecha
recolectada.

La produccion de cacao en Cote d’lvoire se estima en 1,900 millones de toneladas en 2016/2017, comparado
con los 1,581 millones de toneladas registrados la campafia pasada. Pese al comienzo lento de la cosecha principal,
en el momento de elaborarse la presente resefia los informes de las agencias de noticias sobre llegadas acumuladas a
los puertos de Cote d’Ivoire sefialaban al 12 de febrero un aumento interanual de algo mas del 1%, a 1.187.000
toneladas. El pais ha contado con condiciones atmosféricas favorables, dado que los vientos harmattan propios de la
estacion resultaron mas bien débiles durante el primer trimestre de la presente campafia, y no han entorpecido el
desarrollo de los cultivos. No obstante, la expectativa de una cosecha abundante durante la presente campafia, junto
con los bajos precios internacionales, ha dificultado en cierta medida la comercializacion del cacao. Segun el Conseil
du Café-Cacao, los exportadores locales que compraron cacao con la esperanza de una subida de los precios ahora
se enfrentan a pérdidas masivas debido a los bajos precios actuales, y algunos han incumplido sus contratos. Como
ya se menciond en el Boletin anterior, el gobierno aumento el precio minimo pagado al productor a 1.100 francos
CFA (US$1,88 — segun el tipo de cambio vigente al comienzo de la campafia) por kilogramo, comparado con los
1.000 francos CFA de la campafia 2015/2016. No obstante, el precio minimo oficial al productor se ha visto
presionado por la amplia oferta de cacao en grano, por la expectativa de una cosecha intermedia abundante y por la
falta de crecimiento de la demanda mundial. Ante esta situacion, cabe esperar que el Gobierno reduzca el precio al
productor para la proxima cosecha intermedia. En el momento de elaborarse el presente informe, parece que los
cacaocultores estan protestando por las dificultades actuales. EI incumplimiento reciente de contratos por parte de
los exportadores locales ha exacerbado el problema, al contarse con una amplia disponibilidad de cacao en grano; de
hecho, parece que algunas mazorcas se han dejado en almacenamiento o bien en los arboles, donde se estan
pudriendo. Respondiendo a estos retos, el Conseil du Café-Cacao ha introducido medidas para acelerar la
exportacion.

La Secretaria de la ICCO prevé que la produccion total de Ghana se eleve a alrededor de 850.000 toneladas
en 2016/2017. Para la presente campafia, el Gobierno de Ghana anuncio que el precio de garantia pagado al productor
por el cacao cosechado se elevaria a Gh¢6.720 por tonelada (US$1.759 — segln el tipo de cambio a principios de la
campafia). Aunque las condiciones atmosféricas favorables tendran un impacto positivo sobre la cosecha intermedia,
las compras de cacao se siguen situando en un nivel inferior al registrado la campafia pasada; segin la Ghana Cocoa
Board, las compras declaradas al 12 de febrero de 2017 se elevaban a 611.763 toneladas. No obstante, el nuevo
Gobierno del pais pretende reformar la industria cacaotera nacional mediante la inversion en medidas destinadas a
controlar las enfermedades y la provision de incentivos para que los cacaocultores adopten practicas que permitan
aumentar no solo la produccidn sino también los ingresos obtenidos.

La produccién de Nigeria se estima en alrededor de 230.000 toneladas en la campafia 2016/2017, cifra algo
superior a la registrada la campafia pasada (200.000 toneladas). La cosecha principal esta a punto de finalizarse, y
segun informes de las principales regiones cacaoteras del pais la cosecha intermedia podria verse mermada por las
condiciones secas actuales y por la falta de precipitacion. Parece que muchos exportadores han reducido sus compras
ante el descenso de los precios en los mercados internacionales. Esto ha provocado cierta acumulacion de cacao en
los almacenes, dado que varios exportadores se han mantenido alejados del mercado. Debido a la caida del valor del
Naira nigeriano, se ha incrementado el coste de compra de fertilizantes y plaguicidas por parte de los cacaocultores.
Esto podria tener un impacto negativo, dado que los cacaocultores tendrian problemas a la hora de invertir en sus
explotaciones. Se prevé que la produccion de Cameran en 2016/17 se eleve a 250.000 toneladas, cifra que supone
cierto aumento respecto a la campafia anterior. El incremento de la produccion se atribuye mas que nada a las
condiciones atmosféricas favorables para la cosecha principal. El Gobierno de Camerun ha prohibido la importacién
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de plaguicidas que contengan Metalaxil, con el fin de mejorar la calidad del cacao en grano producido, al considerar
el Ministerio de Agricultura que dichos plaguicidas merman la calidad final del cacao. EI Metalaxil y el Metalaxil
M son los principales compuestos quimicos en los fungicidas destinados a prevenir/controlar la enfermedad de
la podredumbre negra del cacao.

En Brasil, segun datos publicados por la Asociacion Comercial de Bahia a mediados de enero de 2017, la
cosecha principal supera en un 21% la registrada la campafia pasada. Pese a este comienzo fuerte, las llegadas
semanales han empezado a disminuir algo antes de lo previsto. La produccion total de Brasil en 2016/17 se estima
en 190.000 toneladas, cifra que confirma cierta recuperacion respecto a la notable caida de la campafia anterior.
Como era de esperar, las exportaciones totales de cacao en grano de Ecuador durante el primer trimestre de la
presente campafia superaron en un 20% las registradas durante el mismo trimestre de la campafia anterior, reflejando
la fuerte expansion actual de la produccion cacaotera nacional. La produccion total de Ecuador podria experimentar
un aumento interanual para situarse en 270.000 toneladas. La Secretaria prevé que la produccién de la Republica
Dominicana se incremente de 72.000 toneladas a 80.000 toneladas en 2016/2017, mientras que la produccion de
Colombia se aproximara a la del afio pasado, estimandose en 55.000 toneladas. La produccion de cacao en Perd
sigue creciendo, gracias a una mayor inversion en infraestructura productiva; como consecuencia, la cosecha total en
2016/17 se estima en 105.000 toneladas.

Cabe esperar que la produccién de cacao de Indonesia registre un ligero aumento interanual para situarse en
una cifra estimada de 330.000 toneladas. Aunque se han introducido varios planes loables para aumentar la
produccion, la persistencia de unas condiciones climéticas algo desfavorables podria mermar la produccion durante
la presente campafia; como consecuencia, es posible que el tercer pais productor del mundo tenga que importar
bastante mas cacao en grano con el fin de poder hacer frente a la demanda. En Papua Nueva Guinea, se espera que
la produccién de cacao para 2016/2017 se eleve a 41.000 toneladas. La produccion en Malasia, que se encuentra
estancada, se estima en 7.000 toneladas para la campafia 2016/2017.

Moliendas

Las perspectivas para la actividad elaboradora durante la presente camparia parecen mas favorables que durante
la dos campafias anteriores. La Secretaria de la ICCO prevé que las moliendas mundiales de cacao en grano en la
campafia 2016/2017 aumenten en algo menos del 3% para situarse en 4,242 millones de toneladas. EI mayor
incremento, del 8% (aumento de 63.000 toneladas a 830.000 toneladas), se espera en Africa. Las moliendas de las
region de Asia y Oceania podrian crecer en casi un 5% a 919.000 toneladas, mientras que la actividad elaboradora se
mantendra estancada tanto en Europa (en 1,603 millones de toneladas) como en las Américas (en 890.000 toneladas).

Si persiste durante los proximos meses la caida actual de los precios internacionales del cacao en grano, cabe
esperar que también desciendan los precios de los productos acabados de cacao y chocolate, lo cual fomentaria el
consumo. No obstante, la reduccion del coste del cacao en grano tardar cierto tiempo en trasladarse al consumidor.
Ademas, los consumidores se muestran cada vez mas conscientes de las cuestiones de salud, y los productos de
chocolate se tienen que enfrentar con la competencia de otros snacks con un menor contenido en azlcar. Aln asi, se
estan destacando los beneficios del cacao para la salud, y las perspectivas para el consumo de cacao a largo plazo son
positivas.

Se prevé que las moliendas en origen aumenten en casi un 6% durante la presente campafia, incrementandose
en 104.000 toneladas a 1,900 millones de toneladas, con lo cual su cuota del total mundial se elevaria al 45%. Gracias
al incremento reciente de la capacidad de elaboracion en los paises productores de cacao, sobre todo en Africa y Asia,
se preve que aumente el volumen de las moliendas de cacao en origen. Las moliendas notificadas por las empresas
miembro de la Cocoa Association of Asia para el cuarto trimestre de 2016 experimentaron un notable aumento del
16,91% para situarse en 161.227 toneladas. En Indonesia, donde las exportaciones de productos semi-acabados ya
superan con creces las exportaciones de cacao en grano, reflejando el auge del sector de elaboracion de cacao, se
espera que las moliendas se eleven a 400.000 toneladas. Dada la abundante produccion prevista en la region de Africa
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Occidental, cabe esperar un notable aumento interanual de la oferta de cacao en grano para los elaboradores. Se preve
gue las moliendas en Coéte d’lvoire se incrementen en 58.000 toneladas a 550.000 toneladas. En Ghana, las
moliendas registraran cierta recuperacion respecto al descenso de la campafia pasada, elevandose a 210.000
toneladas. En Brasil, el volumen de elaboracion de cacao se mantendré en torno al nivel del afio pasado, de 226.000
toneladas. En Malasia, se prevé que las moliendas totales en 2016/2017 aumenten en 16.000 toneladas a 210.000
toneladas.

Cabe esperar que las moliendas en los paises importadores de cacao durante la campafia 2016/2017 se
mantengan estancadas en torno a 2,342 millones de toneladas (incremento de 16.000 toneladas). Segun datos
publicados por la Asociacion Europea del Cacao (AEC), las moliendas de sus Miembros (los 15 paises miembros de
la Unién Europea con anterioridad a la ampliacion de 2004, mas Suiza) disminuyeron en un 0,9% a 339.379
toneladas en el cuarto trimestre de 2016, comparado con el mismo periodo de la campafia anterior. Durante el mismo
periodo, segln la National Confectioners’ Association (NCA), las moliendas en América del Norte (Canadé, México
y Estados Unidos) descendieron en un 1,1% a 117.588 toneladas. Por consiguiente, la Secretaria de la ICCO prevé
que la actividad elaboradora de esta region registre en 2016/17 un descenso interanual para situarse en 400.000
toneladas en Estados Unidos, 62.000 en Canada y 48.000 en México.

EVOLUCION DEL MERCADO : OCTUBRE - DICIEMBRE 2016

El Grafico VII recoge los movimientos de los precios de futuros en las bolsas de Londres (ICE Futures
Europe) y Nueva York (ICE Futures U.S.) durante el primer trimestre de la campafia 2016/2017 junto con la
evolucion consiguiente del precio diario ICCO, expresado en DEG por tonelada.

Tal y como se aprecia en el Gréafico VII, durante la primera semana de octubre, los mercados de futuros de
cacao invirtieron la tendencia bajista registrada a finales de la campafia anterior, elevdndose a £2.261 por tonelada
en Londres y a US$2.790 por tonelada en Nueva York. La subida reflejaba la debilitacion de la libra esterlina debido
a la preocupacién por el estado de la economia del Reino Unido, tras el anuncio por parte de la Primera Ministra
britanica de su intencidn de iniciar en marzo de 2017 las negociaciones formales para la salida de Gran Bretafia de la
Unién Europea. No obstante, la subida de los precios del cacao resulté efimera, y durante la segunda semana del mes
los futuros reanudaron su tendencia a la baja, alcanzando a finales de la tercera semana su nivel mas bajo el mes, de
£2.186 por tonelada en Londres y US$2.615 por tonelada en Nueva York. La tonica bajista prevaleciente se atribuia
a la expectativa bursatil generalizada de un superdvit durante la presente camparia 2016/2017. Hacia finales del mes
bajo resefia, los futuros de cacao experimentaron una evolucién mas bien lateral, afectados por la publicacion de
datos sobre moliendas en Europa, Asia y Norteamérica que reflejaban en gran medida las expectativas del mercado,
y la publicacidn de datos que sefialaban unas llegadas a puerto algo débiles en Cote d’lvoire.

La caida de los precios del cacao persistio en noviembre, debido a la expectativa generalizada de un superavit
de produccion para la presente campafia 2016/2017, exacerbado por una fuerte recuperacion tanto en Africa
Occidental como en América Latina. Como consecuencia, los precios alcanzaron en Londres su nivel mas bajo en
mas de 18 meses, de £1.959 por tonelada, mientras que en Nueva York descendieron a US$2.375 su valor mas bajo
en mas de tres afios, tras perder un 20% y un 30% respecto a los maximos registrados el 7 de julio de 2016 y el 7 de
diciembre de 2015, respectivamente. La mejora de los datos semanales sobre llegadas a puerto en Cote d’lvoire
también contribuyo a la tonica bajista en ambos mercados.

Los bajos niveles alcanzados en noviembre persistieron durante las siete primerad jornadas de diciembre,
reflejando las mismas condiciones bajistas que habian prevalecido a lo largo de noviembre. Posteriormente, la caida
se vio frenada por una serie de ventas comerciales y por la evolucion de las divisas, y ambos mercados se movieron
en direccion mas bien lateral. No obstante, durante las cuatro ultimas sesiones de diciembre, los precios del cacao
reanudaron su descenso, cerrando en £1.754 por tonelada en Londres, su nivel mas bajo en casi tres afios, y en
US$2.128 por tonelada en Nueva York, su valor mas bajo en més de tres afios y medio. Comparado con los maximos
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alcanzados el 7 de julio de 2016 en la bolsa de Londres y el 29 de abril de 2016 en la bolsa de Nueva York, los precios
perdieron un 28% y un 34%, respectivamente.

En el Cuadro 1 se comparan la evolucion interanual de las bolsas de futuros de cacao y los precios mas
destacables durante el afio civil 2016. Al cierre de 2016, las bolsas de Londres y Nueva York registraban caidas
interanuales notables, del 22% y del 34% respectivamente. Tras alcanzar al final de la primera semana de julio su
cota mas elevada en 39 afios en Londres, se inici6 la caida de los precios del cacao en ambos mercados, ante la
expectativa bursatil generalizada de un superavit de produccion para la presente campafia cacaotera 2016/2017,
debido més que nada a la fuerte recuperacion prevista de la produccion tanto en Africa Occidental como en América
Latina.

EXPORTACIONES E IMPORTACIONES : ABRIL-JUNIO 2016

Se resumen en el Cuadro 12 los datos sobre totales mundiales de exportaciones e importaciones de productos
de cacao y chocolate durante los trimestres de abril a junio de 2015 y 2016; los datos sobre comercio para paises
individuales durante los tres afios de 2012/2013 a 2014/2015 se resumen en los Cuadros 13-23. Los datos sobre el
comercio para paises individuales sefialados en negrita se han obtenido de fuentes oficiales o publicadas; las cifras
en cursiva representan estimaciones de la Secretaria de la ICCO basadas en el comercio notificado por paises socios.
Cabe sefialar que algunos de los datos de exportacion e importacion son estimaciones de la Secretaria de la ICCO.
Dadas las limitaciones de este procedimiento, conviene considerar las estimaciones como provisionales, y ejercer
cierta cautela a la hora de interpretar la comparacion interanual de la evolucidn del comercio mundial de cacao en
grano, productos de cacao y productos de chocolate ofrecida en el presente nimero del Boletin.
